1) Please visit www.gokgs.com 

2) Click on “Download the client and sgf editor” 

3) If your computer does not have Java applet, please click on “Comes with newer versions of java” (If 

your computer already has Java Applet, please ignore this instruction) 

4) When you have entered the Java page, please click on “Free Java Download” and follow the 

instructions to complete the free download of the Java applet. This should take around 5-10 minutes. 

5) Once download is complete, please click on “CGOban for Java Applet” to download the client to 

play Online Weiqi. Just follow the simple instructions to complete downloads. 

6)  Once client is activated, click on “play on KGS”. You will now see a log in page. Just simply type in 

an online username (nickname) of your choice and click “guest”. 

7) Once you entered the KGS server, simply click on “User” and click “register”. 

8) Please type in your relevant details like name and email address. Please DO NOT input a HOTMAIL 

address as KGS does not work well with HOTMAIL. Addresses. Once everything is written down 

click “OK” and the password will be sent to your email. 

9) Please close your KGS window and log in to your email now to retrieve your password. 

10) Once password is retrieved, you can re-login to your KGS account using the new password. Once 

logged in, please fee free to change your password under “Edit personal information”. 

11) All competitions will be played in the “Singapore Room” which can be found in “Room List”, then 

under “National”. Please look for “Singapore Room” and double click to enter. 

Competition 

1) To create a game for the competition, simple click on “Custom Game” and change the appropriate 

timings to 30 minutes (Basic time) and 30 seconds for 3 times (Byo-Yomi). Inform your opponent to 

enter your game and you can begin already. Japanese rules of komi 6.5 will apply. 

2) Pairings for every round will be announced on the SWA Website (www.weiqi.org.sg) every Sunday, 

starting from 30th May 2010 whereby their emails shall all be released to you also. 

The player holding White or Black will also be decided in the pairings too. 

3) Once you know who your opponent is, you will be required to contact him or her as soon as possible 

for a game in that particular week. All games should finish by 1 pm the following Sunday.  

4) All winners of any round are to email their results to our administrator in this format: Names and 

online usernames of both players, date and time of match, result of the game.
